TOURNAMENT RULES

Short practice session prior to competition for all events except Dutch oven, turkey calling and pond fishing. Each competitor must furnish her own equipment and supplies. If two scores are tied the one that scores the highest form the tie braking judge will win. The judges will not know who the tie-braking judge is. All judges’ decisions are final. All RANGE RULES APPLY. 

3-D ARCHERY:

During competition for points there will be 6 sets of 2 arrows shot 

3-D targets will be used. Yardage will vary.

First phase of competition:

1 point will be given for arrows in non-vital area. 2 points will be given for arrows in the vital area

A possible high score of 24 for first phase of competition.

Second phase of competition:

1 arrow will be shot at given special target at 20 yards. 1 point will be given for arrow in scoring position

Arrows in scoring position must be inside or at least breaking scoring outline.  Judges decision on arrow scoring is final. The bow and arrows and sites are of your choice.

TURKEY CALLING:

Following is a list of turkey calls.  Each participant in the calling contest will be asked to do at least 5 of these calls.  You may use any manual call.  Examples:  box call, slate call, mouth call, natural voice, but no electronic calls or recordings. Judges will award points 1-5 for each call; the high score and the low score will be thrown out.   25 points total possible.

Yelp

Cluck & purr

Cutting

Assembly yelp

Fly down cackle

Excited hen yelp

DUTCH OVEN:

All contestants must provide all equipment and food necessary to prepare recipes. Each contestant must prepare one dessert and one side dish.  The contestant may have one person help them carry and set up equipment but may not assist in the preparation of the recipes. 

 A copy of each recipe must accompany the completed dish to the judging table.  Each entry (both dishes together) will be scored from 0-25 points.  The final score will be divided by the number of judges to have a final score from 0-25.    

Judges will score points based on ease of preparation, presentation (does it look appealing/appetizing), preparation (is it cooked fully, underdone, over-cooked, burned, etc.), and flavor.

TRAP:

All contestants must supply all equipment including shotgun and shells.  Any gauge may be used however all contestants will shoot from the same location, no handicaps for small bore.  25 targets will be thrown. All will be singles.  Tie scores for first, second, or third place will be resolved by long run, first longest run being the highest. If the scores are tied at 25 each there will be a doubles tiebreaker. ATA rules apply. Each target counts one point.

HANDGUN:

No race guns. No scopes. No Magnum loads.

 The participant will shoot 5 sessions of  5 rounds at flip targets at varying distances not to exceed 20 yards.  

Targets will either be hit or missed. One point will be given for each hit target.

Ties for first second or third place will be settled by longest run .

RIFLE MARKSMANSHIP:

22 Rifles only. Iron sights only. 

25 shots at bull’s eye targets.  10 at 25 yards standing, 15 at 25 yards position is your choice. A shot inside the center two rings counts one point. 

Ties in first, second or third place will be settled by number of shots in center ring. If there is still a tie winner will be determined by longest run. If still a tie a shoot off will be held.

POND FISHING: 

Contestants will fish 3 hours in the morning only. Location around the pond will be done by draw and redrawn every hour.

Contestants must furnish their own equipment including bait. No live bate.  Rod and reel fishing only.

Judging will be done on total weight.  Any type fish counts. Judges will enter the weight and length on the contestant’s card when caught then the fish will be released. Total weight will be added for final score.  Ties for first second and third place will be decided by total inches of fish if that does not get final results then a total number of fish will decide.

BACK POWDER MARKSMANSHIP: 

Iron sights only.

25 shots at bull’s eye targets.  Consisting of 25 shots at 25 yards sitting. A shot inside the center two rings counts one point. 

Ties in first, second or third place will be settled by number of shots in center ring. If there is still a tie winner will be determined by longest run. If still a tie a shoot off will be held.
