Dear Chapter President,

 Plans for the Annual Spring Youth Turkey Hunt are underway. The event will be during the youth spring turkey season, April 9-10. The event will begin on Friday, April 8, and will be held at Camp Semo at Wappapello, Missouri. Space is limited to the first 10 students to sign up. NWTF chapters across the state of Missouri have the opportunity to send one JAKES member to the event. To attend the event, the student must be an active JAKES member and MDC guidelines will be in place. Youth deer and turkey hunting permits are no longer available. Resident and nonresident youth age 6-15 may purchase a spring turkey hunting permit for $8.50.

The following was taken from the MDC Regulations Booklet.

Youth Spring Turkey Hunting Season 

Who May Participate: 

The youth hunter must be: 

▶  age 6–15 on opening day 

Season Dates: April 9–10, 2011 

Shooting Hours: 1/2 hour before sunrise to sunset Central 
Daylight-Saving Time 

Valid Permits: 

Youth hunters must possess any one of the three following 
permits: 

▶  Resident Spring Turkey Hunting Permit 

▶  Resident Landowner Spring Turkey Hunting Permit 

▶  Nonresident Spring Turkey Hunting Permit 

Note: Landowner permits are valid only on the land for which 
they are issued. See Page 6 for qualifications. 

Youth Season Limit: One male turkey or turkey with visible 
beard. 

Note: Youths who take a turkey during the youth season may 
not harvest a second bird until April 25. This is because the 
bird taken during the youth  season counts as the first bird for 
the first week of the regular season. 

Hunter-Education  Requirement 

All hunters born on or after Jan. 1, 1967, and hunting 
with a Resident or Nonresident Spring Turkey Hunting 
Permit must complete an approved hunter-education 
program and display their card before they can purchase 
a firearms turkey hunting permit unless: 

▶  they first purchase an Apprentice Hunter Authoriza- 

tion. See Page 6 for requirements. 

▶  they are ages 6–15 and will be hunting with a qualified 
mentor. See Page 5. 

Hunters who are hunter-education certified do not 
have to show their card if certification can be verified 
through the permit vendor’s computer terminal. Most 
hunters using the e-Permits System will have their 
hunter-education certification verified online. Those 
who are not in the Conservation Department’s permit 
database will be alerted by the e-Permits System to 
mail, fax or e-mail a copy of the front and back of their 
hunter- education card to the Conservation Depart- 

ment. After this information is verified and the hunter’s 
record is updated in the database, the hunter will not be 
required to submit his or her hunter-education card for 
an e- Permit again. 

A person must be at least 11 years old to receive 
hunter-education certification. Persons hunting with a 
Resident Landowner Spring Turkey Hunting Permit are 
exempt from the hunter-education requirement unless 
they were born on or after Jan. 1, 1967, and are mentoring 
a firearms hunter who is not hunter-education certified. 

The event will begin Friday evening with cabin assignments, introductions and rules, including safety. Meals will be provided for the weekend, but if you have a favorite snack or favorite drink you want to bring with you from home,  you are free to do so. Prior to the event, I will send a packet of information to each student that includes directions, a list of items to bring and an agenda. One adult or guardian can attend the event with the student. The cost to your chapter is $100. Registration forms are needed by April 3 so we can make final plans and meal preparations. Please consider sending one of your young hunters.
